Terms and definitions

Host server

The term Host server covers the many names used for IBM z Systems  (or
mainframe, System z, z/OS, etc. ) and IBM Power Sy stems (System i, AS400, etc.).

This document uses the terms z Systems and Power Systems unless the section
refers to a specific server version.

Host2Net

Host2Net printing is when the PrintServer and the printer are not directly
connected. Instead, the PrintServer receives the print data from the host on the
LAN port and targets the output printer using the LAN port sending the output data
back over the net work to the destination printer.

Maintenance

Maintenance is aye arly fee paid to MPI Tech that allows the customer to receive
support and software updates for software and hardware solutions purchased from
MPI Tech. Support is given as written help, remote sessions and similar. Error

corrections can also be in the form of new firmware.

PrintGuide

A Windows application  delivered by MPI Tech  to discover, monitor, and configure
MPI Tech PrintServer sincluding DocOut . PrintGuide is also used to backup, modify,
and restore the  print server configuration. F eature enablement and software

updates are also applied using PrintGuide. Please note that Print Guide version
065. 500* 06 or lateri s required in order to support DocOut 9. For full support and
performance PrintGuide version 065.500*12 or later is recommend ed.

Print server

A device or application that connects printers to client computers over a network.
DocOut is a Print server that can connect printers with host systems (AS400, IBM
Mainframe, Unix)

Printer definition files

PrintGuide comes preinstalled with predefined printer definition files (*.itc) for

multiple printer models. They contain information about trays, duplex -, color -
capabilities, finishing options, paper sizes and printable area. Printer definition files
can b e imported or created.

Transform

A conversion from one protocol into another. E.g. the transform from AFP document
type over IPDS data stream into PostScript, PCL or PDF.

Introduction to DocOut for Windows

Printing host data on an inexpensive LAN -based printer used to require expensive
hardware and complicated programming in order to eliminate the incompatibilities

between the two environments. Thanks to DocOut, LAN -based printers can receive
host print data  using any existing Microsoft SNA server or standard TCP/IP host
attachments.

One of the key elements in DocOut for Windows is the ability to support multiple
print sessions, or logical host printers simultaneously. Similar to a physical printer,
each log ical printer can have its own set of attributes (e.g. network connection,
print protocol, print transform options and output device).

With DocOut 9 each logical printer now run s in its own protected Windows process
and can be started/stopped/restarted ind ependently of other printers. A failure in
one logical printer will not affect t he other logical printers. At the same time the 64
bit application makes it possible to allocate much more memory to each logical
printer.

High speed options, full color suppo rt and gene rating PDF require separate license.

DocOut converts host print data to a format that is understood by LAN printers and
passes the data along to existing LAN print devices. Moreover, DocOut provides
several additional facilities, including viewi ng, archiving, and reprint. Not only do
these facilities extend your ability to manage and control host output, they also
provide greatly increased print flexibility.

DocOut provides conversion of IPDS, ICDS, SCS and DCA host data streams into
PCL5/5c¢, Po stScript, Epson, ProPrinter or PDF languages.

The DocOut software can be install ed on any Windows server (Intel) to couple
multiple host and mid  -range systems for network printing - the ideal solution for
companies with mixed print environments.

Input dat a can be received from all IBM PSF versions, MPI Tech PSS and EPM
mainframe soft ware and all LU1/LU6.2/SCS applications. Both TCP/IP and SNA
inbound communication is supported.

DocOut offers multiple data stream inputs, multiple network protocol support a nd
output to multiple printer types, lasers as well as inkjet and matrix. DocOut isa
cost effective and flexible solution for host output in the network.

This manual describes how to install DocOut 9 for Windows and how to configure
the system for the Do cOut TCP/IP and SNA sessions and associated programs. It
also describes the prer  equisite hardware and software to run DocOut for Windows
and how to operate it.

The system -support personnel must be familiar with these specific installation
environments.

The reader must have basic knowledge of operating a Microsoft Windows server.

Overview of DocOut for Windows

DocOut for Window s is a software print server designed to operate on a Windows
server.

DocOut for Windows  can connect to multiple host and midrange systems and

process host print input to address the needs of heterogeneous print environments.

It provides a method to recei ve host print data via SNA (using
server) and TCP/IP host attachments, convert host pr int data to a format that can

be printed on LAN printers, and redistribute output to existing LAN print devices.

DocOut provides conversion of IPDS, ICDS and SCS/DCA host data streams into

PCL5/5¢, PostScript, Epson, ProPrinter or PDF languages.

One of th e key design elements used in DocOut 9 for Windows is the ability to

support multiple print sessions, or logical host printers simultaneously. Similar to a
physical printer, each logical printer can have its own set of attributes (e.g. network
connection, print protocol, print transform options and output device). High speed

options, full color support and generation of PDF require separate license.

DocOut is licensed to meet the requirements of the actual installation. A License

system is monitoring the us age of the installation. This License System reside s on
the same server as the DocOut installation (Single Server System) as an integrated

part of the sof tware. This option does not require installation of a separate License
System.

Please note that DocOut  version 9 requires that its license be installed locally, and
therefore cannot use a license server.

PrintGuide is used to discover, monitor and configur e MPI Tech print servers,
including the software Print Server DocOut . Please note that PrintGuide is r equired
for monitoring, configuring and activating DocOut.

End to end control

Using direct TCP/IP port 9100 connection with the printer will allow enhance d end
to end control with DocOut. This means that DocOut receives status feedback from

the printer and  sends the true page count to the iSeries or mainframe S/390 host

system. Thus, the number of printed pages reported back to the mainframe will

always be the number of printed pages in the printer's output bin. The accuracy of
this function is highly depending on the accuracy of the data received from the

actual printer.

6.10 How long time does it take to upload
configu rations to PrintGuide

The time it takes to upload the configuration from DocOut to PrintGuide is

proportional to the number of defined logical printers. The more logical printers the
longer it will take to upload a configuration. A large configuration with more than
100 logical printers could take half a minute or more. The time is affected by other

factors as well, such as network traffic, etc.

6.11 Howtoas sign a local spool queue

DocOut supports printers in three different ways:
